Meeting called to order at 3:05 p.m.  Minutes approved.  Hugh Stone made motion.  Stephen Diebel made second.  Mark Moseley went through budget and explained the line items (budget included with minutes).

Bob Drake said that the December program will be in Sparks, Nevada on December 13-16, 2009.  We need more attendees for the meeting, especially limited resource ranchers at the meeting.  Mark Moseley said that May 15, 2009 is the deadline for ranchers to submit papers.  Lodging and transportation were discussed and reflected in additions to minutes.  Don Gohmert discussed scholarships to get ranchers to the meeting.  He didn’t know if there is any money in the latest omnibus spending bill.  

Burn board activities were presented by Wayne Hanselka.  A rule was passed setting two levels of certified burn masters, commercial and non-commercial (ranch employees).  This rule looks like it will get TDA’s blessing.  Stan Reinke asked about agencies NRCS etc., assisting ranchers.  There is no legal problem there with agencies as lead instructors and with education matters, but not as burn bosses.  

Media campaign was discussed by Mark Moseley.  TNLA teleconference is set for May 31, 2009 to get information out to develop a media approach.  ​​​​​Grazing Land Stewardship
is just off the press and ready for distribution to ranchers.  The book will be made available for $15.00 to cover the cost of future printing.
Bob McCan said we need to be a part of programs to give our “pitch”.  The programs that we used successfully before had three parts:  (1) start with classroom education, beef quality or forage that wildlife consumes, etc., (2) field demonstration of low-stress livestock handling, (3) explaining the mission of GLCI.  It was suggested a meal be provided.  

In other business, Blackland Prairie Coalition (Gary Price and Jeff Goodwin) requested $4,000.00 for their upcoming field day.  Gary Price made motion and Hugh Stone made second.  Motion passed.

Larry Butler noted that with the land ownership transformation, many ranches are only for wildlife.  The benefits of grazing livestock in reducing forage levels to accommodate such species as quail, may soon be recognized.  He speculated that possibly ranchers would be treated like contractors and paid to graze these wildlife ranches.  
Rooter Brite asked to put Larry Butler on as an advisor to the board.  This was approved by acclimation.  

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned at 4:20 p.m.
